KIERKEGAARD ON WOMEN AND EMANCIPATION

Abstract

The feminist critique of Kierkegaard's philosophy usually refers to the same
passages of his writing: the accounts of the feminine, ie. passive despair given in The
Sickness unto Death, the differences between the feminine and masculine self in The
Concept of Anxiety, the accounts of the types of passive existence through selected
female literary characters in the first volume of Either/Or and the paternalistic
positioning of the women in marriage in the second volume of Either/Or and Stages on
Life's Way. However, there are significant dissents even within the feminist
interpretations of the stated passages: they are seen as indubious signs of Kierkegaard's
misoginy, as a part of an ironic tactics directed at the Church of Denmark and the

position of woman it promoted, or as an incentive directed towards the woman, the
female reader, to reflect her cultural and historical circumstances.

However, the feminist critique overlooks the passages in which Kierkegaard
speaks of specific individuals: his contemporaries Thomasine Gyllembourg and
Johanne Heiberg, and the Virgin Mary. One can conclude from these passages that
Kierkegaard's sexism stays limited to the typologies and his choice of metaphores,
while his demand directed to female individuals stays as rigorous as his demand
directed to individuals in general: to fight for their freedom, as well as for their
authenticity, on their own, without blending into mass movements of any kind.

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KIERKEGAARD ON WOMEN AND EMANCIPATION

Summary

Kierkegaard’s philosophy represents a great challenge for interpretation, due to its
pseudonymous character. Such is the case with his attitude towards the woman, woman’s
nature and woman’s ability to emancipate, as well. Feminist criticism is divided on that
issue. Leslie Hay believes that Kierkegaard’s philosophy is misogynistic, that he strips the
woman to a being of lesser value than the man. Birgite Bertung believes that, in his works,
Kierkegaard conducts an ironic tactic directed at the connection of the Church of Denmark
and the patriarchal society, which defines the position and role of the woman in that
society. Julia Watkin believes that Kierkegaard’s so-called misogyny is actually
misogamy, having in mind that marriage prevents the individual in fulfilling his/her task.
Wanda Warren Berry points out that all the female characters that Kierkegaard presents in
his aesthetics works are represented through the prism of the greater number of male
pseudonymous authors, while having the woman as its privileged reader. Therefore, those
works could be read as the actual striving towards a changed position of the woman. In
order for that to be realised, the woman must not possess any important lesser abilities than
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the man. Her difference from the man must not be of biological, psychological or
metaphysical nature, but it should be included in the changing cultural and historical
circumstances. It is evident that Kierkegaard is of such an opinion, as seen in his
representations of his contemporaries: Thomasina Gyllembourg and Johanne Heiberg, as
well as the Virgin Mary. Believing that the woman is capable to realise her own self in the
equally successful manner as the man, Kierkegaard presents, in his works, the roles that the
women are pre-given by the patriarchal society, so as to spur the woman to change the
cultural and historical conditions that define her, says Sylvia Walsh. If her interpretation is
correct, his metaphors and equalising the passive existence and despair with the “female”
would not be an expression of sexism, but would serve as a provocation, whose goal is
women emancipation. Yet, that emancipation must be decidedly a personal process,
without belonging to a mass movement of any kind.
