It also deals with
its types, different opinions on whether this form of research is experimental or not, as
well as the advantages and difficulties in comparison to other types of experiments.

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EX POST FACTO EXPERIMENT

Summary

The experiment has been of major importance in natural sciences since the
17th century, but in the field of social sciences it has been valued in different ways.
Even though the experiment aroused much hope and expectations at the turn of the
20th century, it became a subject of discussion and controversy during the 20th cen-
tury and even earlier.

During the past century the ex post facto experiment was developed as a kind
of experiment suitable for social sciences and its experimental character was (and still
is) often contested. However, since the ex post facto experiment has been accepted by
many authors as an appropriate kind of experiment in the social sciences, this paper
presented the ways in which the ex post facto experiment is defined. The paper also
presented the types, different opinions on whether this form of research is experi-
mental or not, as well as the advantages and difficulties in comparison to other types
of experiments.

The ex post facto experiment might be generally defined as research which
establishes causal links between phenomena and which can be bidirectional:
cause—effect and effect—cause, and in which the researcher determines the experi-
mental and control groups, but neither manipulates the independent variable nor fol-
lows its action from the beginning. Due to the fact that the effect of a certain factor is
determined later — having already happened (ex post) — this model of the experiment
has been named the ex post facto experiment.

In sociology the term ex post facto experimental project had been introduced
by the American sociologist Francis Stuart Chapin, and after Chapin, the ex post facto
experiment was further elaborated by Ernest Greenwood. The literature under the in-
fluence of Greenwood mentions two kinds of ex post facto experiment, including (a)
cause—effect and (b) effect—cause ex post facto experiment. Therefore, in the ex
post facto research it is possible to go in two directions: from the past to the present
and from the present to the past, but not from the present to the future, which is possi-
ble with the ordinary experiment. In addition, while the ordinary experiment involves
physical manipulation to ensure control, this is not the case with the ex post facto ex-
periment — here the manipulation is mental manipulation.

Even when its scientific usefulness is not denied, the ex post facto experiment
is not a commonly used form of research. With this procedure researchers cannot
study the phenomenon when it is convenient to them, but there is also an apparent
problem concerning self-selection and the narrowing of the extent of studied popula-
tion. The narrowing positively correlates with the number of criteria that are used to
obtain the equivalence of pairs in the experimental and control groups.
